C6: Felted Vessels

Wow, what a project- and what amazing
children! At the beginning of term Two
the Class 6 children began an ambi-
tious craft project, one that required
the skills of much older children. This
was an 'insert resist' felting technique
used to create a hollow form using the
wet felting method. | was confident in
the children’s abilities, as they have now
been felting for five years and | have
seen how capable they are.

However, they went above and beyond
what | expected in creating beautiful
forms.

The task also required the children to
create a design on the surface of their
form using pre-felted wool and other
materials. Felting a hollow vessel takes
time and patience and a strong will, as
the wool needs to shrink through re-
peated rubbing until it is tight to the in-
sert, after which the insert is removed
and the form is again rubbed and rolled
until it is ‘fulled' (fully felted) and the
desired shape is created. The hollow
shape can become a bag, a hat, a teapot
cosy or any other vessel. Sage's open
vessel was strengthened by the addition
on the inside of a thin coating of PVA.
Well done Class 6 children, so proud of
youl!

soup. If you are unable to prepare & cook the soup on the day, you can come in the day before

to do it & lea ve it in the fridge, but please ensure you leave enough time to come in on the day

to reheat, serve your soup and to cut up and butter the bread. *BOTH SOUPS ARE REQUIRED TO
BE NUT FREE *
To cover all bases, we have found that it is helpful after you have done your soup roster to call

the next parent on the list, just to give them a friendly reminder that they are due to make soup
the following week.

If you are unable to make your rostered day, please make arrangements ahead of time to swap
with someone els e on the roster or otherwise you could get a grandparent/ friend to fill in for you.
Soup costs $2.50 per week; P&F would appreciate if you could pay for the term upfront which

costs $22.50 for this 9-week term. This can be paid on line or in the office by either card or cash
dropped in to the office in a sealed envelope wit
child can pay cash on the day (Wednesday) to give to the parent on roster.
